Robert Brandom’s Analytical Pragmatism

Igor D. Dzhokhadze (b. 1972) is a senior researcher of the Institute of Philosophy,
Russian Academy of Sciences (IFRAS). He is an author of four books: “Richard Rorty’s
Neopragmatism” (2001), “Democracy in the Post-Modern Age” (2006), “Beyond
Ethics” (2011), “Hilary Putnam’s Pragmatic Realism” (2013). From 2013 — acting head
of the Department of contemporary Western philosophy, IFRAS.

This book presents a reconstructive analysis of the works of contemporary
American philosopher Robert Brandom, a member of the “Pittsburgh school
of Neo-Hegelians”. The author focuses on Brandom’s pragmatic approach to
some basic epistemological and metaphysical issues, as well as his “anaphoric
theory of truth” which is a variety of deflationism. The content of the key
concepts of Brandom’s analytical pragmatism (“discursive commitment”,
“normative statuses”, “inferentialism” etc.) is elucidated and critically
discussed. Supplements to the book contain a full bibliography of Brandom’s
writings from 1976 to 2014.

In “Making It Explicit” (1994) Brandom presents his work as an attempt
to explain why meaning and thought are thoroughly normative. He adopts
the interpretative strategy: there are norms of speech and thought because
we ascribe them to people with whom we communicate and practically
interact. Hence norms are not “out there” as independent entities detached
from our interpretative practices and attitudes towards others (something
antecedently “given”), — they are created by us. Brandom calls this strategy
“phenomenalist”. Norms are in the eye of the beholders, speakers and agents
participating in the “game of giving and asking for reasons”, — but not merely
fictions, instrumental in our making sense of others: norms supervene upon
real genuine practices which are in order in a community, and which are
essentially linguistic and discursive.

From that angle Brandom tries to rework the whole of the philosophy
of language in terms of normative, socially articulated pragmatics. This neo-
analytic approach contrasts sharply with the dominate representationalist (and
empiricist) theories that are the legacy of Russell, Carnap, and early logical
positivists. In developing his alternative, Brandom starts from a version
of inferential-role semantics according to which an assertion’s content is
constituted by its place in a field of inferential relations. It is because we
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have “an independent theoretical grip on the notion of an inference”, and of
its goodness or badness, that we are able to attain a notion of content that
is prior to any of the representational concepts. Representations can only be
understood — and can be fully explained — as products of inferences, argues
Brandom. In his recent texts, including 2014 volume “From Empiricism to
Expressivism”, he explicitly casts himself as a follower of Wilfrid Sellars, who
for Brandom was carrying not just Kantian, but also Hegelian explorations,
that underscore the failure of representationalist project.
