My talk will be about demonstratives. Most of my examples are drawn from
English, but | hope that the hypothesis | describe will be applicable more
generally. | start by describing a simple and plausible theory according to which
demonstratives should be interpreted as variables over individuals. | explain a
significant problem this theory faces, and propose an alternative which avoids the
problem. Finally, I show how the alternative makes sense of some other data
which are problematic for standard theories of demonstratives (e.g., David

Kaplan's 1977/1989), and | describe some other advantages it enjoys.
